There is a convention with
traditional hymns to give the musits own name in order that it may be used with many sets of lyrics, not just the
ones for which it was originally written. For example, the hyirmome divine all loves excellimgcommonly sung to

no less than four different tunesBLAENWERN, HYFRYDOVEL@VINE and WESTMINSTER. So, you can see that
the welkknown title ofLove divine all loves excelliagly accurately identifies the lyrics, not the tune to which it is
sung.

| For ease of recognition, the HMO always shows first lines in normgdper/lower case letters, while
tune names always appear in UPPER CASE (capital) letters. All punctuation has been removed w|
possible to assist in simplifying searches.

Wherever possible the traditional hymns in thioraryof tunes are crosseferenced by both first line and tune
name.

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To date it has generally been impractical to record accompaniments for chanted items quedimas, canticles

and many other items of service music.

In a hymn the same line of each verse contains the same number of syllables, so note lengths and timings stay the
same from verse to verse.

Verses of psalms and canticles do not scan in the same way and therefore note lengths and timings vary from
verse to verse, according to the number of syllables that need to be fitted to eaehofithe music.
